In my very literal Derived New Testament*
I've rendered these words “militaries” and
“military” as follows:

And down as Isaiah has declared before, “If
Master of militaries abandoned no seed to us,
we were become as Sodom, and ever likened as
Gomorrah” (Romans 9:29).

This followed,

Isaiah, yet, is crying over the Israel, “If ever the
number of the sons of Israel may be as the sand
of the sea, the residue shall be saved. For Master
shall be doing a concluding and concise word on
the land” (9:27-28).

From the context here, it looks like “Master of mili-
taries” will be doing a major military cleanup before
leaving a residue of seed to Israel, the seed being flesh
descendants of Israel, the grandson of Abraham.

“And suddenly a multitude of heavenly mili-

tary became together with the messenger,

praising the Placer and saying ...” (Luke
2:13). This was when the messenger an-
nounced the birth of Jesus to the shep-
herds near Bethlehem.

The Placer, yet, turns and gives them over
to be doing divine service to the military of
the Heaven, down as it has been written in a
scroll of the prophets, “House of Israel, offer you
to Me, slain ones and sacrifices forty years in the
desolate area?” (Acts 7:42).

This comes from Stephen’s testimony shortly before
being stoned, quoting a Hebrew prophet who spoke
of Israel’s law-breaking worship habits in the desert.

About the word Placer, usually translated God: plac-
er: PLACer,’ god, G2316, theos. It's similar to the
verb place: PLACE,> G5087, tithémi. The Placer of
placers is the one placing all in the right place at the
right time.

His eyes being open, he observed nothing. Now,
leading him by the hand, they led him into Da-
mascus (Acts 9:8).

Unlike modern evangelistic efforts which try to ca-
jole, manipulate or otherwise convince listeners to
“take Jesus as their savior, or “ask Him into their
heart,” or any number of responses, according to the
denomination, this work was swift and undeniable.
Saul didn’t try to question what was happening, all
he wanted to know was “Who art Thou Lord?” To say
that his conversion was immediate and unopposed
would be an understatement of the highest order.
He didn’t know the name of the person, but he knew
that, whoever He was, He was his “Lord.”

Saul was not looking for this revelation. He was, in
his mind, already doing God’s will, and that includ-
ed arresting followers of Jesus and in extreme cases
putting some of them to death. We do know how-
ever, from prior revelation (John 6:44), that Father
God was in some way drawing Saul to the Lord Jesus
Christ. Yet, his conversion at Christ’s sudden appear-
ance was unexpected from Saul’s perspective (but
NOT from Gods).

Paul was more than a convert that day. I Timothy
1:16 tells us that Paul’s conversion was to be a pattern
for those who would be believing on Christ Jesus in

the future. What pattern was this? Well, Paul did not
seek after Christ, did not believe anything was wrong
with him, and didn’t respond to the moving of God
in the light of some message proclaimed to him. So,
how is this a pattern for us today? It isn't. It is a pat-
tern for those people who never were, nor ever will
be conciliated to God in this lifetime but will be in
the future. After their resurrection (at the Consum-
mation, I Corinthians 15:24), they will wake up in as-
tonishment when coming face to face with this same
resurrected, ascended and glorified Son, Christ Jesus
the Lord. At that time their “conversion” too will be
complete.
